EnviroBus Buck Field Trip Grant Program

The EnviroBus Buck Transportation Grant Program provides grants for school bus excursions, offering students the opportunity to learn about environmental education using a hands-on approach during visits to host sites which promote environmental stewardship. The grant covers school bus transportation fees only*. Teachers are encouraged to find creative ways to fundraise to cover additional fees such as substitution or entrance fees.  Consideration will be given to all qualifying applications and only one grant per teacher per year will be awarded unless after Dream Site considerations there are still remaining funds available to award multiple grants to a single teacher that has met all the requirements.
The list of participating host sites has been created in good faith on the part of MEEC and our sponsors; however, if for any reason the site you select is not able to accommodate your school, MEEC staff will work with you to make arrangements for a to visit an alternate host site.

“Dream Sites”

Dream Sites are any location of the teacher’s choice not listed as a MEEC-recommended host site that can be correlated to help meet state standards. Grant approval to MEEC-recommended host sites will be given first priority,  and, “Dream Sites,” will be accepted and considered only after all eligible applications to MEEC pre-approved host sites have been granted.    General Rules & Guidelines still apply.

General Rules & Guidelines

1. Once the judging has been completed, grant recipients will receive a formal award letter along with an information packet for the EnviroBus Buck Transportation Grant host site selected.  The packet will include all contact information necessary for the recipient to schedule the field trip.  

2. Grant recipients are responsible for setting up all travel arrangements, which include, but are not limited to:
a. Obtaining District Board and/or Principal approval.
b. Providing MEEC with A COPY OF THE  ACTUAL school district round trip transportation costs from your school and to/from your requested site (including tour time, departure/arrival pre-times).
c. All transportation invoices must include teacher name, school and date of trip TO PROCESS PAYMENT IN A TIMELY MANNER. 
d. Coordinating the field trip date with the host site contact personnel.

e. Notifying MEEC Program Specialist of planned field trip date.

f. Providing chaperones: a minimum of one for every ten students. (Note: If sufficient chaperones are not provided, the host site may cancel the field trip at their discretion.)

g. Insuring that MEEC is billed for the cost of school bus transportation by the June 30, 2012 Deadline.  Send transportation invoice to:  MEEC – EnviroBus Buck Grant Program,

3. Grant recipients may transfer/share the grant to/with another educator/teacher from the same school site. However, the original number of buses requested may not be exceeded.  Please notify MEEC of any such changes immediately.

4. Distance traveled by bus from school to host site and back should not exceed 250 miles round trip. 
5. EnviroBus Buck Transportation Grants must be scheduled to occur within the school year the grant is awarded. 
               If for any reason the grant is not used in the school year it is awarded, allocated funds will be forfeited.    
               NO EXCEPTIONS!
6. Due to the high cost of fuel, school district transportation should be used for all trips.  Exceptions may apply and MEEC should be notified immediately.  The MEEC Executive Board reserves the right to approve/disapprove the use of charter bus services on a case-by-case basis.  

7. Liability Clause: MEEC & its agents are released from any and all liabilities which may arise from participation in a field trip.  MEEC field trip liability form* required for each student and submitted one week prior to the scheduled field trip or grant may be forfeited. (*See page 3)
8. Grant recipients are required to submit a program evaluation form after the field trip along with 3 student field trip evaluation forms.
