Grant Preparation Instructions

The proposal should be no smaller than 10 point type with a 1” border on top, bottom and both sides.  The text portion of the proposal should be no more than one (1) page in addition to the Grant Application provided. There can be no more than five (5) additional sheets of paper for pictures, tables, lists, titles, or any other figures. Please don’t use superfluous words just to fill in extra space. If you can get your point across in a few sentences, do it. The proposals may be submitted electronically using Microsoft Word for Windows and following the same format as the form provided. Executive Summary: Brief summary of your proposal to include description, resources and schedule. This is used to quickly review proposals during final selection and will be used for any outgoing descriptions.

Proposal: This is the main part of the proposal. It should be clear and descriptive of what you desire. Your statement specifying the relationship to test and evaluation (T&E) can be very simple if the grant is related to the physical sciences, mathematics, or any computer technology.  Other areas may require a lot of imagination to make the relationship. The mission of the Air Force Flight Test Center (AFFTC) at Edwards Air Force Base is to test and evaluate aircraft and associated weapons. This requires expertise in technology areas such as, aeronautics, mechanics, electronics, and computers.  The people can be engineers, scientists, technicians, or programmers. Most of our work is in support of Air Force programs, but all other services’ (Navy and Army) systems, as well as, commercial systems are tested.

Resources: The purpose of this section is to feel comfortable that the funds being provided will accomplish your project. We want to make sure you know how much your project is going to cost and have a feasible funding plan that our grant will complete. Please specify if you have a multiyear effort. A break out of costs for various equipment items, installation, training, or any other sub category would be appreciated.

Schedule: This is in conjunction with the resource plan specified above. There must be some finite schedule that a usable product will be available. You will be required to provide us with a verbal report at our Instrumentation Workshop in 2010 or with a detail written report during the same period until the project is complete.

Please Note: This grant will be awarded in April 2009 to fund your school project for 2009-10.
Grant winners will receive the notification and grant funds in April 2009.  Formal receipt of grant must be by an official from the school/district during our annual Instrumentation Workshop to be held in Ridgecrest, CA in May 2009.
Selection Criteria:
1. Student technology advancement.

2. Clear schedule and resource requirements

3. Complete and understandable explanation of project

4. Relationship to AFFTC mission

5. Outreach to student population and/or other schools
